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Abstract

The onomastic material that | will present shows thst Aromanian
anthroponymy incorporates elements of Greek, Slamickish or Albanian context
amid which it has developed, in two stages: thdopiod or early one and the new or
recent one. All that is left is that, through sulpsent research and conclusions, we may
be able to establish the division into periods esueately as possible, but a fact
remains certain: the recent period has not endedyd the Aromanian body of names
is an integral part of the Balkan world, whose amplonymic systems interact
continuously, as it is in perpetual transformation.

Turkish loans were made, notably by means of dBakan languages, which
took over Turkish elements, due to the cohabitatiathe Balkan Peninsula, notions of
administration, housing, tools, dishes, names ahtsl and animals, etc. From here,
through the Aromanians’ bilingualism or, more ceothg multilingualism these terms
entered Aromanian.
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Résumé

Introduction

Their area of expression, no matter how large & wmahistory, is limited today
to northern Greece, southern Albania, Macedonia \aastern Bulgaria. Therefore,
Aromanian anthroponymy can be studied only in trek&n context to which it
belongs.

Due to the fact that the research regarding thryislanguage and culture of
the Aromanians is fairly vast and for the most garttradictory, especially regarding
the status of the Aromanian idiom, as a separagukge or Romanian dialect, our
interest is focused, in the present study, on thayais of Turkish elements in the
anthroponymy of the Aromanians of Romania.

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Conclusions

Aromanian anthroponymy has crystallized in the Balkontext, whose traces it
bears, whether the influences are Greek, SlavikiSluor Albanian.

In the Aromanian body of names, each name, whéthera male given name,
female given name, surname or agnomen, has a ndgtdf derivative forms, either by
removing a part of it or by composing it from othferms. The given name in
particular constitutes the main source for themésgs of forms. This is because every
name, derived from the original one, becomes itaelforigin for other forms. If we
take into account the astonishingly rich linguistientext that | have discussed, in
which these new forms are created, we can undert@reasons for this richness.

The coexistence in the same area with the popuoktivat have passed through
here and with the ones that have stayed here,dffagtd mark on the name fund,
especially in pronunciation, because the richnésbe Aromanian names lies in the
multitude of forms of the same name, forms thabjett to so many different
influences, end up as no longer identifiable.

The anthroponymic material studied shows that Amoien names are the
product of the Balkan crucible, which makes verffidilt, if not impossible, to
establish with certainty the etymology of each edatrof Aromanian names, for many
forms being identified several possible paths.

It also shows us that Aromanian anthroponymy wélsienced by the Greek,
Slavic, Turkish or Albanian context in the middlevehich it was developed in two
stages: the early or profound period and the newecent one. It remains for future
research, conclusion and subsequent findings &blést its accurate periods, but one
fact is certain: the recent period has not endedayel the Aromanian names are an
integral part of the Balkan world, whose anthropoigal systems interact
continuously, being in a perpetual transformation.
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
